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Emergency drills

On Friday, May 17, the first evacuation drill of the year was held. The drill consisted of an earthquake early warning,
securing personal safety, and evacuation instructions over the airwaves, followed by a tsunami warning and evacuation to
the roof of the West Wing. After the evacuation order was given, it took 5 minutes and 43 seconds until everyone was on
the roof and roll call was completed. Although there was inevitably a traffic jam at the stairway junction, both evacuation
and roll call were carried out quickly. When the earthquake hit Taiwan on April 3, a tsunami warning was immediately
issued over the disaster radio, and our staff evacuated to the third floor. As at that time, the warning may be issued when
you are alone at home. We gathered at each evacuation site and confirmed the evacuation plan, but we would also like to
ask each family to discuss their own evacuation plans.
