The words, “Everything
around the hypocenter area was reduced to powder ashes,” made me keenly aware of the horror of the atomic bombing. At the
peace ceremony, a message of peace from Kisosaki Junior High School was read out, and paper cranes made by everyone with a
wish for peace were offered. We were blessed with a good location and were able to hold the ceremony in front of the building.
I thought it was important to see and experience the ceremony with one's own eyes, rather than just looking at pictures.
On the second day, we were able to meet people and listen to them directly at Himeji Castle and at the Disaster
Prevention Center for Humanity and the Future, which was a valuable experience.l think it was very meaningful for us to spend

these three days together. Thank you very much for your hard work.

From May 28 to 30, the second-grade students were divided into groups of 15 workplaces for their work experience
learning program.
