Miwa's greenhouse. First, Mr. Sugiyama of the JA explained in detail about tomato cultivation
methods. There are two types of cultivation: soil cultivation and rockwool cultivation, and Mr.
Sugiyama showed the students how to use rockwool.

Mr. Miwa taught us what kind of tomatoes to pick, how to use scissors, and how to cut
tomatoes.

You can judge what kind of tomatoes are tasty by looking at their size and color. In this
harvesting, we looked at the color of the tomatoes, so there were some tomatoes with unusual
shapes. At a recent hometown meeting, one group suggested selling heart-shaped tomatoes, and
one of the tomatoes was close to that shape. I couldn't help but take a picture of it.

The day was quite cold, but it was hot and humid enough to fog up my glasses and lenses.
The students worked on the harvest without a break until the end of the day.

Recently, many parts of the work are done automatically using computers, but it still takes
a lot of time and effort to produce fruit. It really takes a lot of attitude and labor to grow up to this
point. As with the previous rice farming, I realized the importance of growing crops.

I have recently started buying only tomatoes from Kisosaki. They are really delicious.
