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Hometown meeting

On Monday, February 3rd, 2nd grade students held a "hometown meeting" with town council members.
From December until this day, second-year students have read council newsletters, searched for materials on the
website, and learned about the policies of Kisosaki Town.

First, the chairperson explained about the politics of the town and country, as well as the electoral
system and political parties. I also heard about the problem that the percentage of people who go to vote has been
decreasing recently, and I realized that for second-year students who will be old enough to participate in elections in
four years, this is not something far away from them, but something close to them and an important thing that they
need to think about.

In the second part, participants were divided into eight groups, with one member of parliament at each
table, and they exchanged opinions on four themes. We communicated the town's pride in Kisosaki Town and asked
the councilors to think about what we can do to improve the town. The councilors also prepared materials and
answered the students' questions in detail. We were able to empathize with the students' new ideas, and we were
able to learn more deeply from each other. It was a very valuable experience.

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3rd grade cleaning work
On Wednesday, February 12th, 3rd graders performed service work during the 3rd and 4th
periods.

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Thank you for your responses to the parent questionnaire
Thank you for taking time out of your busy schedule to complete the school evaluation survey.
Although the percentage of positive responses increased compared to last year, the percentage of
positive responses to the following three questions fell below 80%.

The first question is, * " Has your child started reading more than last year?" The number of
positive responses was 68% (69.8% last year). It is thought that the time spent reading at home has
decreased, but for reference, 88.5% (78.3% last year) of respondents answered in the affirmative to the
guestion " " Are you doing more homeschooling than last year?" So if you consider that the time spent
studying has increased more than the time spent reading, it can be viewed positive In the student survey
that I mentioned last time, the percentage of students who answered positively that * "I read more than
before" increased to 84.0% (77.2% last year), and the percentage of students who answered positively
that * "I enjoy reading" was 90.1% (79.4% last year), so I think that it is not all bad things, but that
there were some positive results. In January, LiveNet and the library executive committee held a
" "Triangle Lottery" initiative. The idea is that if you borrow a book, you can win a lottery ticket to win a
bookmark or book cover. I think there are pros and cons to such an initiative, but I think it would be okay
to do it once a year because I want people to pick up the book first. During this period, I also went to the
library many times because I wanted bookmarks.

The second question is, * “Do you want to cooperate with the school's educational activities?" The
number of positive responses was 77.9% (75.2% last year). I think this is a difficult question to answer,
as it depends on work and personal circumstances. During this time, we received various free-text
opinions regarding things we could cooperate with. We received many heartwarming opinions, and we are
filled with gratitude. We hope to continue collaborating with schools, parents, and the local community to
do even more for the benefit of children.

The third question was, * " Does your child often help out at home?" The number of positive
responses was 79.3% (86.1% last year), a significant drop. I feel that many of the students at our school
are able to take part in cleaning activities and other activities. I don't really understand why this
happened. I've been thinking a lot about whether things are different at school and at home, or whether
they are spending more time studying than helping out, but I can't find a definitive reason. I would like to
verify this a little more in the future.

We also received opinions regarding school education activities in general. I would like to consider
the areas that can be improved and make changes.
