Ms. Sayo Kato, who works for the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare, spoke about “what kind of
work national public officers do,” “why did you decide to do this job,” “what is good for you in your current
job,” and "how to live in Tokyo. Their stories about how they chose the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare
out of many ministries and agencies because they thought about who they are, what they are good at, and
what they want to do, and how they wanted to work for the nation, aiming for a society where everyone can
play an active role and be involved in everyone's life, touched their hearts.

The two were classmates, and while at the school, they also worked on the executive committee of the
student council. They told us about their friendly competition with each other since junior high school and
their memories of devoting themselves to club activities and study. The students enjoyed learning in a fun
atmosphere with quizzes, and during break time, they surrounded each other and discussed together.
