The 2025 school year has begun. As I did last year at the opening ceremony, this year I
also spoke about the results of the 2024 "18-year-old consciousness survey" on the question,
"What have you considered important as the meaning of studying at school?" The most
common answer was,

@O My future options will expand.

@ I will be able to get a better job.

@ My interests will expand.

@ T will be able to learn new things and gain new skills.

Just like in this result, it is not important to get the majority answer, but rather to think
about how you would answer the question. I would like you to have a firm opinion and
express it by saying, "I think OO." It is also important to explain why you thought that way.

We also considered another question: "What skills will be important in the future?" The
overwhelming majority of answers, not only in Japan but also in other countries, were
"Understanding diversity and respecting minorities." From now on, we will need to accept a
variety of values and think flexibly. There is not just one answer. Further answers included
"Demonstrating individuality without fearing differences," "Cherishing local relationships and
communities," and "Demonstrating global capabilities."

As stated in the educational goal of our school, we aim to foster "independence and
coexistence," and we want students to think, act, and communicate independently while
growing together with the people around them. We will do our best this year to create a
school where everyone can live in good health and safety.
