The 2nd Graders Agricultural Experience (Tomatoes)

On Friday, February 20, Class A, and on Friday, February 27, Class B, had an agricultural experience at Mr Miwa's
greenhouse. First, we received a detailed explanation about tomato cultivation, including the differences between soil
cultivation and rock wool cultivation, as well as tips for producing good fruit. Regarding rock wool, we were actually able to
handle and see it ourselves. After that, we were taught which colored tomatoes were good to pick, how to use scissors, how to
cut, and how to handle the tomatoes after harvesting. We can judge which tomatoes are delicious by looking at their size and
color. Since the weather suddenly became warmer after February 20, the tomatoes ripened faster, and Class B on the 27th was
able to harvest more tomatoes. On the 20th, it was quite cold on the way there, but inside the greenhouse, it was so humid
that glasses and lenses fogged up. Even those of us who were not harvesting ended up sweating heavily.

The students who were working found it even hotter, and occasionally bees came by, making it challenging, but they
worked together and harvested without taking a break until the end. There were various measures implemented inside the
greenhouse. Just like with rice, it seems that dealing with pest damage is very difficult for tomatoes. It takes considerable effort
to produce delicious fruit. I felt that the work leading up to this stage must be really tough. As with the previous rice cultivation
experience, I realized the importance of growing crops. At the end, each student received one favorite tomato.

Some students ate it on the spot because they were told, 'It tastes good when eaten right after picking," while others
carefully took it home. We are very grateful for such a valuable opportunity.
